*   PHSC Freestyle Reining General Rules 
1. Riders are encouraged to use musical scores which permit them to show the athletic ability of the horse. The music must be on a CD. 
2. Required Maneuvers.  Will be defined as follows: 

a. A minimum of 4 consecutive spins to the right 
b. A minimum of 4 consecutive spins to the left 
c. A minimum of 3 stops 
d. A minimum of 1 lead change at the canter from right to left 
e. A minimum of 1 lead change at the canter from left to right 

3. Exhibitors are allowed to use two hands (as well as one or no hands) and any bit approved by the NRHA Handbook, including snaffle bits and bosals 
approved for use in the Snaffle Bit or Hackamore classes. 

4. Additional maneuvers such as rollbacks, backups, and speed variations are appropriate. 
5. Time Limit.  A maximum of 4 minutes including any introductions.  The time limit will be from the beginning of the music or from the beginning of the 

introduction (whichever is first) and will end with the music. 
6. Costumes are permitted and encouraged.

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Performance Class #1 
Futurity YEARLING LONGE LINE 

The class will consist of two parts, and be judged 30% on conformation and 70% on movement. 

a. First: Conformation inspection prior to the longeing demonstration which includes each entry walking 
to the judge and pausing for individual evaluation. They will then trot off straight and around a cone 
and take a place on the wall inside the arena. 

b. Second: A longeing demonstration lasting 1 ½ minutes (90 seconds). Working order will be drawn 
previous to the class. Time will begin when the horse reaches the perimeter of a 25 foot radius circle. 
The horse must show at all three gaits both ways of the circle. --- (1) Walk - must be long enough for 
the judge to evaluate and score. The change of direction turnaround at the walk may count for the 
second walk score. (2) Trot ς must be a minimum distance of one half of the circle. (3) The lope must 
be a minimum of one full circle. Exhibitors may begin work in the direction of their choice. 

After each work the exhibitor will return their place on the wall and wait for the results.

Performance Futurity Pleasure Class Pattern 
× Each entry will work a solo pattern prior to the regular pleasure class.  

Solo Pattern: 
1. Enter the arena and walk to the first cones. 
2. Pick up the jog between the cones and jog to the next set of cones. 

3. Pick up left lead between the next set of cones and lope around the end of the arena. 
4. Stop at the last cone. 
5. Back at least 10 feet. 
6. Pivot toward the center of the arena 180 degrees. 
7. Pick up right lead and lope back around the end of the arena to the cones. 
8. Slow to a jog between the cones and jog to the next set of cones. 
9. Slow to a walk between the cones and walk to the gate. 

Points: 
 1 point (plus or minus)  
 Walk  

 Jog 

 Lope 

 Stop 

 Back 

 Pivot  

 Transitions (1/2 point for each)
